Bishop Mina, our fathers the Metropolitans, the Bishops, the Priests, the Monks, and our
brethren the Deacons. Support them all in their service.

e O my Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of God, Who fasted for my sake, remember and heal the sick of
Your people, save those who are troubled and those who are in hardships. Those who are
sadden and in sufferings, grant them peace and fill their hearts with joy and gladness. The
widows and orphans support them.

unbelievers, bring them back, and reveal Your love to all people.

e O my Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of God, Who fasted for my sake, give me to forgive those who
trespass against me.
